WHAT IS THE FORERUNNER MINISTRY?

Forerunners prepare the way for the Lord by prepaing people to respond rightly to Jesus
in light of His Second Coming.

II. SEVEN THEOLOGICAL PREMISES OF THE FORERUNNER MINIST RY

Forerunners are “messengers” who function withexic message in different spheres of life.
For example, they are preachers, artists (singassicians, actors, etc.), writers (books,
internet), media, marketplace or intercessors disase¢hose who disciple people one-on-one in
the church, university or home (moms and dads@reesof the most important forerunners).

Premise #1: There will beinique dynamics”in the generation the Lord returns.

1. It will witness thegreatest demonstration of poweoth God’s and Satan’s (Rev. 13).
The three “supernatural generations” in Scriptueethe generation of Moses (Ex. 7-10),
the generation of the apostles and the generatsuseturns in which the miracles done
by Moses and the apostles will be combined andiphied on a global level.

2. It is the generatiomost describedy God in His Word.

3. It is the generation that most populatedSome estimate that there will be more people
alive in this one generation in one life span (é@rg) than in all history combined.

Premise #2: The Holy Spirit will emphasize tiegelation of the Fatheiin bringing God’s
family to maturity. God will raise up those whoease the Father’s heart in the home, church,
marketplace and government (Ps 68:5-6).

Premise #4: Forerunners will participate in $henprecedented activities of the Holy Spirit

a worthy Bride (Mt. 22:37; Rev. 19:7)

2. To gather the Harvesthrough an unprecedented release of God’s powar. (R9, 14)

3. To release Jesus’ End-Time judgmerdescribed in Revelation (Rev. 6; 8-9; 16). Three
reasons for God's judgments:

a. To remove everything that hinders loue preparing the Church as a Bride. The
principle of God’s love in judgment: God uses thast severe means to reach the
greatest number of people at the deepest levelefwithout violating anyone’s free
will.

b. To aid in gathering the Harvesby bringing eternity to bear on the hearts of

Premise #5: God igreparing forerunner ministries ahead of timi& the wilderness that they
may prepare others for the Day of the Lord ac®eitiGod is raising up “friends of the
Bridegroom” type forerunner ministries like Johe tBaptist (and Jesus) who will fast and pray
as they “stand and hear” Jesus’ voice as the Brideg God.

This is God’s way to pmsiburselves to tenderize our heart to
receive_moreevelation, in fastetime frames with a deepanpact on our hearts.

Premise #7: Forerunners dmest trained in context to the End-Time prayer movent The
ideal base of the forerunner ministry is in theteahof the local church rooted in the city wide
house of prayer ministries that function in theispif the Tabernacle of David.
